Members of the public are, accordingly, advised to refrain from responding to the questionnaire as required 

by the post so that they do not fall victim to the scam. Members of the public are also informed that there 

shall be no recourse to the Central Bank of Lesotho for any loss suffered as a result of acting as advertised 

or in any way responding to the post. The Bank directs any person or entity that is using its name to deceive 

and or defraud the public, to cease with immediate effect.
